Space: the final frontier. These are the voyages of the starship Enterprise. Its continuing mission: to explore strange new worlds, to seek out new life and new civilizations, to boldly go where no one has gone before.

This is your captain, Gabrielle Buchbinder speaking. Welcome aboard the Enterprise. Before explaining our objective, let me first tell you a little more about myself. Since joining the Washington University crew, I have become increasingly involved in Model UN. My freshman year I chaired the Constitutional Convention Committee for WUMUNS 2013 and the following year I directed the Ministry of Magic committee. After gaining valuable experience in last year’s fantasy committee, I cannot wait to get started with 2015’s Star Trek committee! 

Before beginning our voyage, I would like to provide some advice for preparing for this committee. General knowledge about Star Trek will be useful, more specifically, the characters will be coming from Star Trek: The Original Series and the two most recent movies. I understand that it is not realistic to expect that you would have watched all/most of the episodes of the series. However, it is expected that you are aware of some major characters and species in the show, such as the crew of the Enterprise, Klingons, Vulcans, Romulans, etc, and how they interact among their own kind and between different species. For example, if your character has had negative interactions with the Federation, it would be important to accurately represent that in your decisions. All characters in this committee appear in the show and if there is any confusion on who specifically your character is, I would recommend focusing on what species your character represents, since this may give more direction as to how you should act and respond. Additionally, if you choose, re-watching the episode with your character in it may be helpful to better understand who you are. 
If there are inconsistencies between specific sources and the background guide, remember that there are several alternate timelines within the story, so be careful before assuming information. Please do not hesitate to ask if you are confused about the timeline we are following. There will be a few sources at the end of the background guide that can help with your research.

Please read the entire background. Much like the highly involved crises that the Enterprise faces on the shows, you will be expected to respond quickly, accurately, and creatively. However, if there are any questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to contact me at my email buchbinder.g@wustl.edu. Also coming in appropriate character attire is allowed and encouraged. 
Good luck on this mission and I hope that you enjoy researching your characters.

Mandate
Captain’s log, stardate 30498.9. Our destination is planet Aegron IV, a member state of the Federation. We have been asked to look into a stalled Romulan ship near this planet. While the ship is technically stalled in the Neutral Zone, no other vessel is near enough to investigate. The last transmission from the Romulan vessel was broken; however, our best translators are working on getting the entire message through to us. From the few words of the transmission that we have been able to understand, one thing is abundantly clear: the Romulan ship is not only suffering from mechanical difficulties, but is also a hotbed for Zeebolan, among the most deadly and unstudied diseases in the galaxy, and one that is transmittable between humans, Romulans, and Vulcans.
On board the Enterprise are members of the crew, a special Vulcan embassy, several Romulan defectors, ambassadors from Federation states, and members of different Federation agencies and bureaus. Initially, each member can be in contact with his or her respective bodies if communication is needed.  
Each member is responsible for forwarding the interests of both their species and their respective bodies. It is important to keep in mind that these interests might not coincide and it is up to you to decide how you will act. 
Background 
Humans, Vulcans, Andorians, and Tellarites founded the United Federation of Planets in 2161. Even though the capital of the Federation is on planet Earth, it is made up of 150 member states (United Federation of Planets). The mission of the Federation includes science exploration, safe exploration, and defense. The Federation has been largely in a state of peace with several significant exceptions including strife with the Romulans and the Borg, and a few instances of galactic upheaval. 

Romulans
Romulans are a humanoid species with a home planet of Romulus (Romulan). In about the year 370 AD Earth time, the Romulans and Vulcans were both actually the same species, called Vulcans However, at one point, the Vulcans grew progressively emotional and violent towards one another, which almost led to their own extinction. In response to this conflict, Surak, a great Vulcan philosopher, began the Time of Awakening where Vulcans dismissed emotion and began to embrace pacifism and logic. During this time, those that rejected Surak’s teachings left and became the Romulans, forming their own state (Romulan History). 
After creating a large empire for themselves, the Romulans entered into a century-long war with the Vulcans, which the Federation was brought into by the destruction of the Earth Embassy on Vulcan (aka the Tomed Incident). With the help of the starship Enterprise NX-01, disaster was thwarted, but a larger inter-species conflict began. At first the Klingons worked with the Romulans, providing advanced cloaking technologies, to use against the Federation (Romulan). However, after several failed attempts by the Romulans to install puppets into the Klingon government, the two species have experienced centuries of on and off friendship and war that can erupt into further conflict at any moment.
There are several prominent figures that believe it is possible for peace between the Romulans and Vulcans, and have pushed for a reunification of the two species. Perhaps the most notable of these is Ambassador Spock, who failed to save the planet Romulus from annihilation after arriving with the Red Matter too late (Star Trek (Film)). 
The Destruction of Romulus and Vulcan
In the year 2387, a supernova threatened to destroy the galaxy. In response, Ambassador Spock injected the supernova with a highly volatile substance called Red Matter. This Red Matter succeeded in stopping the supernova, but the planet Romulus was destroyed before Spock could arrive and warn its inhabitants. The surviving Romulans went to live on another of their planets called Remus. (Note: This information is considered to be true for the purposes of this committee) Nero, a Romulan miner, saw what happened and blamed Spock for the destruction of his planet. Before either could communicate with one another, both ships were sucked through a black hole and ended up in the year 2233-04. This created an alternate timeline where both future Spock and current Spock were able to communicate with each other[footnoteRef:1]. Nero wanted revenge and destroyed the planet Vulcan in front of both Spocks. Kirk and Spock defeated Nero before he managed to destroy planet Earth. At the end of this ordeal, Mr. S informs Spock that he is setting up a new Vulcan home for all survivors of the attack on a planet called New Vulcan. (Vulcans) [1:  For the purpose of this background and committee, from this point forward current Spock will be called Mr. S and future Spock will be called Spock. ] 

Because of these planetary distructions, this timeline will be filled with conflict as both the Romulans and Vulcans are trying to restart their civilizations. However, the Federation and others strongly believe that they can take advantage of these horrendous events and form a more unified and peaceful Federation. 
The Borg
Beyond the conflicts between the Romulans and Vulcans, the Federation is also pressed by confrontations and expansions of other species, such as the Borg. The Borg, a cybernetic society, survives by assimilating members of other species into the Borg Collective and connecting to the “hive mind” (Borg (Star Trek)). The crew of the Enterprise has encountered the Borg on several occasions, and is perhaps some of the most experienced personnel in the fight against the Borg. However, the Borg is one of the greatest threats to the Federation because of its astonishing ability to adapt and the specie’s disinterest in negotiating.  In order to survive and grow as a species, the Borg kidnaps their victims and injects microscopic nanoprobes into them. The end goal is to “achieve perfection” by completely assimilating all species. Before assimilation, the victims are ominously warned of their impending doom with one of the only lines that the Borg actually say:  “We are the Borg. Lower your shields and surrender your ships. We will add your biological and technological distinctiveness to our own. Your culture will adapt to service us. Resistance is futile.”  (Wikapedia) The Borg currently contain a large amount of space in the Delta Quadrant and, as per their nature, will never stop trying to assimilate others into the Collective. 
Event though it is not known if the Borg are in control of planets near the Neutral Zone, they have been found in the area several times before. For example, in 2364 several Federation and Romulan outposts on either side of the Neutral Zone were destroyed by unknown forces. However, after a tense investigation, it was discovered that the Borg were responsible for the destruction. Because of this, the Enterprise has scanned the area for possible signs of Borg vessels. While the current scans have come up negative, the ship is proceeding with caution during this mission and will keep constant vigilance. 
Zeebolan

Zeebolan, the deadly disease currently permeating throughout the stalled Romulan ship, is transmitted through the air and water. It kills its victims 90% of the time, and symptoms of the disease only appear 3 days after infection. Death is quick to follow, with a victim living only 5 to 7 days after the incubation period. Even though Zeebolan is so deadly, there is little research being conducted regarding possible vaccines largely due to how difficult it is to become infected with the disease. Many scientists believe that initial contamination of Zeebolan can only come from handling polar ions, a highly illegal substance that can be turned into an extremely dangerous weapon equivalent to the old nuclear weapons that used to exist on planet Earth. These scientists believe that the handling these substances can very slightly affect genetics of some species. Even though this change might be seemingly small, it is enough for the host body to begin creating the Zeebolan virus. Once enough of Zeebolan are created, the host dies. During this period, the disease is highly transferable. However, as previously mentioned, the 3 day incubation time makes it difficult to track and stop quickly. The last time polar ions were experimented with, there were large amounts of deaths, and the Federation and Romulans entered into an agreement to leave the substance alone. However, there are other scientists who disagree with this and believe that the Zeebolan virus only comes from the genetic makeup of the Romulans and has no connection to polar ions at all. 
Topics
Existing Hostilities
	This mission is complex on many levels. The first is the hostilities existing between the Romulans and the Federation. These hostilities started as a consequence of the Tomed Incident, which involved a terrorist attack by the Romulans on a Federation base. As a result of this, most galactic powers have aligned themselves with the Federation. However, there are many, including a large faction of Vulcans, who believe that there should be peace between the two groups, and that the Vulcans and Romulans should come back together after centuries of war, death, and animosity. Many Vulcans who believe this have been exiled from their home by the Vulcan High Command and are perceived as possible terrorists against the Vulcan way of life. More radical emigres have even threatened to assassinate members of the Vulcan High Command to achieve their people’s reunification. Both the Romulans and the Federation hold the Neutral Zone as a border between the empires that no one is allowed to fly in. This Neutral Zone has been crossed by both sides on several occasions often with permission during dire circumstance, but these events are generally infrequent. The stranded Romulan vessel is currently near a planet that is slightly within the Neutral Zone. The Federation was unaware that there would be a Romulan ship in the Neutral Zone, but also acknowledges that the recent destruction of Romulus has left the Romulans with few options to go to on this side of the galaxy.
	However, even if this was a peaceful mission there are still many people on board the Enterprise who think that the entire disease is simply a trick to ambush and kill the high-profile group assembled on board. Others believe the entire scenario is simply a well-developed plot to infect Federation officials with Zeebolan and that the Enterprise needs to focus its attention on possible disease prevention rather than attack. However, many within the Federation want to move past the hatred towards Romulans, and see this as a great opportunity to do so. 
The Cure
The second complication is that there is no current cure for Zeebolan. As previously mentioned, Zeebolan is transmitted through the air and water. It kills its victims 90% of the time, and symptoms of the disease only appear 3 days after infection. However, there is a small collective of Ferengi scientists that believe they have found a potential vaccine, but its efficacy remains uncertain, and there only exists enough samples of the vaccine to supply 15 people. Other scientists are hesitant to even try to find a vaccine since the only way to do so is to inspect a living victim. Since there are so many questions surrounding the transfer of the disease, some believe that the risk is too large. The question then becomes how willing is the Federation to try the vaccine on innocent people. Many may say that if the Romulan ship is simply destroyed, then it is possible to eradicate the disease. Some members of the committee will balk at this idea, believing that innocent lives, Romulan or not, will be lost by not attempting to save the people on board the vessel. Others may want to avoid this outcome due to their interest in the disease simply for scientific purposes, thus wanting to see the vaccine tested to get a better understanding of Zeebolan itself. 
The last issue is the nature of the Ferengi people. The Ferengi believe in capitalism to such an extent that many of the vaccine’s founders will recognize a great profit opportunity rather than a chance for galactic safety. Many people on the Enterprise abhor the Ferengi’s philosophy of purely monetary gain and some doctors on this mission fear that this animosity could possibly lead to the deaths of the Romulans. Doctors and those wanting a reunification of the Romulans and Vulcans may be more willing to pay a high price for the vaccine in the hopes of saving innocent lives, but perhaps the price of the vaccine will be too high for the Federation to pay to one of its most hated enemies. 
The Future of Vulcan
Finally, the last difficulty is that The Enterprise’s Vulcan delegation is on an urgent diplomatic mission. The vote for the new Vulcan Council, the governing body of the Vulcan people, is occurring in one week on Aegron IV, and several of the leading contenders are onboard the Federation Vessel. A pro-Romulan faction has been growing in power in the elections, yet some on board the Enterprise may have suspicions that the diseased Romulan ship was crossing Federation space for non-peaceful purposes. Some think that the Romulans are trying to infiltrate the election process and put in place more pro-Romulan officials. Others fear that high-ranking Vulcan officials on the Enterprise may be targeted by the Romulans. 
The election is happening during a stressful time as pro-Romulan Vulcans are becoming more vocal. However, fears within the country include the idea that joining with the Romulans can lead to a destruction of the typical Vulcan way of life. Even more concerned members are unwilling to look past the centuries of hatred between the Vulcans and the Romulans and the Federation and the Romulans. 
Additionally, the timeline of the elections has put pressure on everyone to resolve this issue quickly since the election is taking place in 1 week and it takes 4 days to reach Aegron IV from the Neutral Zone. This, coupled with the rapidity of the disease’s effects, have made everyone aboard the ship on edge as they recognize that the time is ticking and people’s lives may be more in danger than anyone can even imagine. 
Delegates 
1. Spock- Spock is a Federation Ambassador and is First Officer on the Enterprise. (During this timeline he is still on board the enterprise working with Captain Kirk). Born in 2230 to a Vulcan father and human mother, Spock grew up with his half brother Sybok until Sybok was forced to leave Vulcan for rejecting the specie’s principles of logic. Spock’s mixed heritage caused difficulties for him when growing up, but did not stop him from moving up the ranks in Starfleet. Spock believes that it is possible for the Romulans and Vulcans to reunite as one people again.  (Spock) On board the Enterprise, Spock has built a reputaiton as an extremly logical and loyal leader who uses both his training with the Vulcans, what he has learned with Starfleet, and his mindmelding capabilities to keep the Enterpires crew and the Federation safe. 
2. Leonard McCoy- Leonard McCoy (Bones) is the Chief Medical Officer on the Enterprise. McCoy is known as a great physician, psychologist, surgeon, exobiologist, and an expert in space psychology. McCoy has saved several different species from several different rare diseases while serving on board the Enterprise. He has a keen interest in the scientific section of this committee and is fascinated by this new disease. However, he has also been known to distrust other species, particularly hostile ones and is more likely to make decisions that would keep those on board the Enterprise safe over learning more about Zeebolan. 
3. Montgomery Scott- Montomgomery Scott (Scotty) is Chief Engineer on the Enterprise. Scotty is most well known for his work with transwarp beaming. On board the Enterprise, Scotty is known for his easy going attitude and ability to solve even the most complicated engineering questions. (Montgomery Scott) He quickly becmae friends with Captain Kirk and can be seen as a  trusted member of the Enterprise and can become a reliable ally for those wanting the Captain’s aid. Scotty is also in charge of all of the beaming on and off of the Enterpires during this committee. 
4. Nyota Uhura- Uhura is a human Starfleet officer and serves as Communications Officer on the Enterprise. She specializes in xenolinguistics, a branch of linguistics that focuses on alien languages. Uhura has the confidence of Captain Kirk and many other top officials on the Enterprise. (Nyota Uhura) Uhura will be one of the main people trying to open up communications with the Romulans during crisis.  
5. Hikaru Sulu- Hikaru Sulu is the human Chief Helmsman on the Enterprise. Sulu is known for his great tactical expertise and his knowledge of Klingon society. Sulu has often taken over temporary command of the Enterprise when the Captain is off the ship. (Hikaru Sulu) Sulu is known for being a very direct character who lets the Captain know when he disagrees with an idea. However, during all of his voyages, Sulu has followed the commands of his Captain faithfully. He thinks logically and tactfully and oftentimes, he is seen as a voice of reason for the crew. Sulu distrusts the Romulans and thinks that this mission is an elaborate trap. If it was up to him, the Enterprise would not be anywhere near the Neutral Zone during this time.  
6. Pavel Chekov- Chekov is the Chief Security Officer and navigator on the Enterprise. Some people believe that Chekov had a younger brother, Piotr who was killed by Klingons. (Pavel Chekov) He may be more suspicious of the intent of the Romulans that put them into Federation territory to begin with, like Sulu. Chekov is known for having hot headed and emotional tendencies. These emotions can lead rash actions that may not be the most beneficial for peace negotiations. 
7. Anan 7- Anan 7 is the Eminian species head of the High Council of Eminiar VII. After meeting Captain Kirk, he began to open peace talks with Vendikar after an almost 500 year war (Anon VII). The Eminians live on planet Eminiar VII which neighbors the planet Vendikar. These two planets have been at war for the past 500 years fighting entirely by computer. Anan 7 agreed to open diplomatic relations with the Federation after his meeting with Captain Kirk. Anan probably will want to see an end to the anti-Romulan sentiment within the Federation after seeing how devastating war can be on a group of people. 
8. Ayelborne- Ayelborne is the leader of the Council of Elders from Organia. He is a non-corporeal life form that can take a humanoid shape if he wants. Ayelborne’s people are also incredibly advanced and were able to withstand a Klingon invasion. Ayelborne later predicted that the Federation and Klingons would become friendly (this prediction was true however this current peace is fragile at best) (Ayelborne). Ayelborne will probably be pushing for more peaceful talks between the groups.
9. Warak- Warak is a female Romulan officer. She was in charge of a battle cruiser that captured Captain Kirk. After a successful, but dangerous rescue mission by the crew of the Enterprise, Kirk was saved and Warak was taken captive by the Federation (Commander (female) Romulan). Warak is deeply distrustful of the Federation and is on board this mission to speak for the Romulans who want more control over their own planets and empire. (NOTE- While this character’s name is fictional, she did exist in Episode TOS 059- The Enterprise Incident. For further questions, please contact the Director.)
10. Decius- Decius is a Romulan junior officer. He has relatives that are high in the Romulan government and often uses them to get what he wants (Decius). For the purposes of this committee, he is traveling on the Enterprise as an ambassador for the Romulan people. However he is incredibly selfish and is looking for the outcome that would best benefit himself. Easily susceptible to bribes, Decius can be counted on to support his friends… for the right sum of course. 
11. Commander T’Pol- T’Pol is a female Vulcan and Syrranite. She is one of the members of the Vulcan ambassadors and was the first Vulcan to serve aboard a human ship. In her previous position as an agent of the Vulcan Ministry of Security, she gained many Klingon associates. Later, T’Pol also served as the Vulcan High Command’s Science Council and was even an ambassador to the Earth. Additionally, T’Pol served on the Enterprise (Commander T'Pol). Because of her past as both a member of the Enterprise and her relationship with the Klingons, she is a skilled negotiator that understands the necessity for peace, but believes that the Romulans should be able to rule themselves. 
12. Sybok- Sybok is Spock’s older half brother. He is a revolutionary who embraced emotion and was later banished. After being banished, he led a group to help others face and overcome their fears by using telepathic techniques. He captured several space ships, but later he realized how this was wrong and repented (Sybok). Sybok is a volatile and emotional member of this mission. He would like to see not only a fully powerful Romulan empire, but a Vulcan empire that embraces telepaths as well. Because of his past experiences, Sybok is not a huge supporter of the Federation and the Vulcan High Command. (NOTE- In Star Trek V: The Final Frontier, Sybok sacrificed himself to save the Enterprise. In this alternate time, Sybok is alive.)
13. Oratt- Oratt was a Vulcan doctor for the Vulcan High Command. He is most famous for looking into the Pa’nar Syndrom that attacks a Vulcan’s synaptic pathways. He is one of the many Vulcans who ostracizes mind melders (Vulcans who can connect their mind with others). (Oratt).  Because of this, he sees many of the activities of the exiled Vulcans as dangerous to the Vulcan way of life. As a respected physician, Oratt is held in high regard within Vulcan society and his  voice during the upcoming elections is extremely important. 
14. Yuris- Yuris is a Vulcan doctor who was approached by Dr. Phlox for his research on Pa’nar Syndrome (see above for more information). Dr. Phlox served on board the Enterprise for several years and was known for some of his more unconventional medical practices. Dr. Phlox was welled loved by the crew and his knowledge and research has been respected and used long after his death. Yuris passed on his research as well as what he learned from Dr. Phlox to help save T’Pol because he was also able to mind meld. Using a difficult Vulcan procedure, Yuris mind melded with T’Pol to find the source of the disease and expunge it from the victim’s mind. After admitting this ability, Yuris was dismissed from the Medical Exchange by the Vulcan High Command (Yuris). Yuris has a lot of medical experience and also understands what it feels to be a member of a group that faces prejudice. 
15. Gem- Gem is an Empath[footnoteRef:2] from an unknown planet in the Minaran star system. She learned about compassion and sacrifice after watching Captain Kirk, Spock, and McCoy being tortured. She was later willing to sacrifice herself for McCoy, an act which saved her civilization from extinction (Gem). The Vians were using the crew of the Enterprise as tests to see if Empaths were able to help others. Gem proved that her species was not as cold hearted as the Vians[footnoteRef:3] believed by her willingness to die for the crew. Seeing this, the Vians allowed the Empaths to live. Gem perhaps understands how Romulans feel after the destruction of their planet better than anyone else onboard the ship.  [2:  Empaths are beings that have highly sensitive emotional systems. Because of this, she can feel the pain of those around her and then dissipates this pain. ]  [3:  Vians are technologically advanced hominoid species. They can control and effect the emotions of those around them. However, some, like Spock, have discovered ways around the Vian control and have begun teaching others how to resist Vian power. ] 

16. Flint- Flint is a nearly immortal human born in 3834 BC. After leaving Earth in about the year 2269, Flint learned that he was slowly dying and devoted the remainder of his life to better the human condition. Flint can be used as a sort of guide. Since he has lived so long, Flint has gained immense knowledge that can be used by the committee. He has learned from and actually was some of the greatest minds in Earth’s history (he claimed to be King Solomon, meet Socrates, and was Alexander the Great). (Flint)
17. High Commissioner Ferris- Ferris is a Federation bureaucrat. He helped to oversee the delivery of medical supplies to Makus III. His trip was delayed because Captain Kirk ordered an investigation of the Murasaki Effect. Ferris showed little regard for the possible loss of the Galileo due to this effect[footnoteRef:4] (Ferris (Commissioner)). Ferris can be used as a source of guidance for medical supplies, ie the latest technology and their uses. Additionally, even though he is perhaps the highest-ranking member of the committee, he is not well received by many members of the Enterprise.  [4:  In 2267, Enterprise came across a quasar-like electromagnetic phenomenon called the Murasaki effect. To investigate this strange occurrence, Captain Kirk sent the Galileo out to get more information. This delayed the transportation of medical supplies by High Commissioner Ferris. Ferris showed little regarded to the safety of the crew members on board the Galileo (including Spock) who ran into a hostile civilization. At one point, Ferris became so frustrated that he took over the enterprise under Title 15 Galactic Emergency Procedures. While the Galileo eventually made it back, tensions remain high between Ferris and members of the Enterprise. (Muraskai Effect)] 

18. Lal- Lal is a Vian, a technologically-advanced race that determined whether or not Gem’s (see above) species would be allowed to survive. Lal tortured Captain Kirk, Spock, and Dr. McCoy to see survival thresholds and insert the idea of a species self-destruction into the minds of the Enterprise crew (Lal). He is an extremely intelligent creature, but, for obvious reasons, is not the most welcome on board The Enterprise. Lal may perceive this entire event as an opportunity for the eradication of species that he perceives to be “less evolved”.
19. Miranda Jones- Miranda Jones is a blind telepath doctor who specializes in psychology. Dr. Jones studied Vulcan mental discipline and even began to view human emotion as a struggle (Miranda Jones).For the purposes of this committee Dr. Jones is a guest member of the Vulcan embassy that likely supports the most current Vulcan government. 
20. Peter Kirk- Peter Kirk is the only nephew of Captain Kirk. Both of his parents were killed by a neural parasite when the Enterprise was too late in bringing the cure for the disease (Peter Kirk). Peter grew up to become a well-known scientist focusing on rare diseases. He is a large advocate for vaccine trials and has been overheard expressing sometimes radical beliefs for getting the unvaccinated vaccinated. On this mission Peter is trying to convince other members of the crew and the Enerprise’s guests that a vaccine is not only important but necessary for the safety of the entire Federation. Unfortunately, the only way a vaccine can be found is by inspecting those that have already been infected. (NOTE- the story line of Peter Kirk ends after he is brought to live with Sam Kirk’s partner. He did attend Starfleet Academy, however his later life is fictitious. Please contact the Director for any questions.)
21. Captain Koloth- Koloth is a well-known Klingon captain. He is a fierce warrior and had several brushes with Captain Kirk, including an incident when Kirk transported giant tribbles[footnoteRef:5] aboard his ship (Koloth, Capt.). Koloth is a legendary warrior who is extremely volatile and considers the Federation as an insignificant body. (Koloth, Capt.) As a member of this mission, he is not perieved tas the most peace loving and is most likely trying to find any way to bring down the Federation.  (NOTE- Koloth may show up as deceased in your research, however, in this alternate time zone he is alive.) [5:  Tribbles are small, furry, slow moving creatures that reproduce so rapidly that they almost destroyed the Enterprise by eating too much and taking up too much physical space. Because of this, Starfleet considers them a dangerous species. ] 

22. Mira Romaine- Mira Romaine is an officer on the Enterprise. Romaine oversees the equipment transfers to Memory Alpha of all information on member planets. Because of an attack by the Zeterians, Romaine was able to see premonitions including an attack on Memory Alpha and the death of Scotty in an alternate timeline (Mira Romaine). Romaine knows about every species that is part of the Federation and can be seen as an expert in biology and unusual diseases. Her expertise may be helpful when trying to find a vaccine, or recognize an infected person.
23. T’Pau- T’Pau is an exceptionally important Vulcan leader. She was the only person to ever turn down a seat on the Federation Council.  She helped to bring the “true teachings of Surak” to light. T’Pau is anti Romulan and thinks that this entire mission is just a trap to illimate important members of the Vulcan society. (T'Pau) (NOTE- Even though T’Pau passed away in an alternate universe, in this universe, she is alive. For any questions, please contact the Director.) 
24. Dr. Simon Van Gelder- Simon Van Gelder is a doctor assigned to the Tantalus Penal Colony. He became temporarily insane after exposure to the neural neutralizer, which was improperly tested on his supervising doctor. The neutralizer harmed his neurological synapses. He later resumed his responsibilities and destroyed the neutralizer after medical help from the Enterprise. (Simon Van Gelder) Van Gelder is strongly opposed to improper medical testing. 
25. Dr. Janet Wallace- Dr. Janet Wallace is a Federation Scientists specializing in endocrinology and cell structure. She was aboard the Enterprise when the Romulans surrounded the ship and threatened to destroy them. She helped save the crew by restoring Kirk to good health (Janet Wallace). Because of her experiences, she may not see the Romulans in the most positive light. However, her background as a doctor may lead her to be more sympathetic to the ill. 
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
